In UFOlogy the most intense 

contact with Extra-Terres-

trial Intelligence is a close 

encounter of the 5th kind. It 

is beyond the mere observa-

tion of an alien, or even hu-

man abduction; it is coopera-

tive interaction between a 

human being and the ETI. 

This is precisely what God 

has in mind for us; He wants 

to have a cooperative rela-

tionship with us that allows 

us to experience Him in the 

most intimate way. As Peter’s 

second letter begins he in-

forms us by the Holy Spirit 

that we can literally become 

partakers of the divine na-

ture; our interaction with 

God is to be a complete union. 

He has given us everything 

pertaining to life and godli-

ness because we know Him 

personally, and has given 

promises to us that allow us 

to connect directly with His 

nature, which is the ultimate 

resource. Since this is true we 

are to pursue the qualities of 

morality, knowledge, self-

control, perseverance, godli-

ness, brotherly kindness and 

love. As we do these things 

we bear fruit in others’ lives, 

and demonstrate that we are 

in a genuine relationship 

with God. As Peter wrote he 

wanted to prepare his readers 

to access this promise-based 

relationship with God since 

God had revealed to him that 

he was about to die. This 

preparation entailed remind-

ing them about these basics 

so that when he was gone 

they would remember what to 

do. While repetition at times 

may seem tedious Peter’s ex-

ample shows that it is neces-

sary anyway. Finally, Peter 

pointed to the words of proph-

ets, those like himself who 

spoke for God. Through their 

words in the Scriptures there 

are many examples of God’s 

interaction personally with 

His people, and these are 

sure evidence of His desire 

for that. Peter points to one 

the most intense examples of 

that, of when he observed 

Christ’s body being glorified 

before His death. When we 

consider the promises that 

God has given to us, the 

preparation by way of re-

minder from Peter, and the 

prophetic words regarding 

this, there is no doubt that 

God wants us to have a close 

encounter of the 5th kind 

with Him.   
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Understanding the big pic-
ture of God’s work helps us 
serve Him no matter what...
