10) and what truth did this demonstrate (v11-13)? What 

other point did David make (v14) and what did he re-

quest (v15)?  

 

3. From 24:16-22 what did Saul acknowledge (v16-18) 

and what did he ask of the Lord (v19)? What did he fi-

nally admit (v20), what did he ask (v21) and what was 

the outcome (v22)?

negative response, leading 

David to take his men to kill 

him. However, Abigail heard 

about this and went to David 

for an urgent intervention. 

She took him provisions and 

asked him to not kill Nabal, 

but rather leave him in God’s 

hands. When David listened 

to her he blessed her and 

changed his mind. She then 

went back home and told Na-

bal. He died ten days later, 

causing David to feel that God 

had indeed taken vengeance 

on him, bringing about jus-

tice. He then asked Abigail to 

be his wife, to which he 

agreed. He also had another 

wife, Ahinoam, but his first 

wife, Michal, had been taken 

by Saul—just another exam-

ple of unnecessary roughness.  

this he felt guilt for doing 

even this to the king, God’s 

anointed, and told him so. 

This brought Saul to an 

awareness that David really 

wasn’t his enemy because his 

heart was right, and led him 

to acknowledge that David 

would succeed him. He even 

asked that he protect his de-

scendants when he became 

king. The next example oc-

curred after Samuel’s death 

when David was in the wil-

derness of Paran. Nabal, who 

was rich, harsh and evil, had 

a great number of sheep 

there, along with a beautiful 

and intelligent wife, Abigail. 

When David heard it was 

time for the sheep shearing 

festival he asked through 

messengers if his men could 

join them. They had protected 

Nabal’s shepherds and flocks 

and felt entitled to this. But 

Nabal had an ungrateful, 

In football unnecessary rough-

ness is considered a personal 

foul and carries a fifteen yard 

penalty. It usually results 

from the desire to make a 

point rather than just execute 

the play. Similarly, in this 

week’s study there are some 

examples of unnecessary 

roughness, one of which is 

overcome by the perpetrator, 

while another is avoided 

through outside intervention. 

As the story of David’s flight 

from Saul continues, while 

David and his men hide out in 

a cave a golden opportunity 

arises. When Saul happened 

to enter this cave to relieve 

himself, David’s men viewed 

this as God giving Saul into 

their hands. In an unexpected 

show of humility, though, 

David simply cut off the cor-

ner of Saul’s robe, and then 

let him know he had spared 

his life.

1. Share about some of the things that pump you up, and then some of the things that 

get you down. What are some of your typical responses when you get down?   

2. Read Ex 5:1-9. Discuss why you think God didn’t deliver Israel immediately 

(compare 6:1, 7). Why does God allow a gap between His promise and our deliverance? 

3. Have you ever questioned God’s goodness, wisdom or promise? Share with the group 

about that. Based on Moses’ experience how does God deal with that?  

4. From Jas 1:2 God promises that 1) we will be tested 2) we will have diverse tests of 

our faith and 3) we will be developed through them. Why is it important to remember 

each of these truths?  

5. What is the difference between general and specific obedience? Why does God desire 

specific obedience—what is the significance of this?  

6. Discuss this concept “The way to love Christ more is to focus on His love for you.” 

How does this relate to the “heart” obedience that God desires?   

7. Share with each other about a specific area in which you are being tested right now. 

What can you apply from this message to get you through the “gap” constructively?

What 

does this show us about 2 ways God often 

keeps us from doing evil? Apply.  

 

11. In 25:39-44 how did David respond (v39) and 

what does this teach us? What else occurred 

(v39-40) and how did Abigail respond (v41-42)? 

Who else were David’s wives at this time (v43-

44)?  

 

10. According to 25:36-38 what was Nabal doing 

when Abigail returned (v36) What happened 

when she reported her encounter at first (v37) 

and later (v38)?
