	1. Read Genesis 18:1-8. Who appeared to Abraham (v1-2), and how did he respond (v2)? What did he request (v3-5, 6-8)? Why did do you think he reacted like this? 
	

	2. Looking at 18:9-15 how did these men involve Sarah (v9-10)? How did Sarah react to their news (v12) and why (v11)? What did the Lord do about this (v13-15) and how can we apply this? 
	

	3. Using 18:16-21 who was one of the men (v16-17)? What were they deciding (v17, 20-21) and why (v18, 19)? What was going on in Sodom and Gomorrah (v20)? 
	

	4. From Gen 18:22-33 what was Abraham’s question (v22-23) and his approach (v24, 27-28, 29, 30, 31, 32)? What was his prayer based on (v25) and what was God’s response (v26-32, 33)? Apply. 
	

	5. In 19:1-11 where was Lot (v1) and how did he respond to the angels (v2-3)? How did the people treat them (v4-5), what was Lot’s  reaction (v6-8), and their response (v9)? How was he taken care of by the angels (v10-11)? 
	

	6.  Looking at 19:12-22 what did the angels tell Lot to do (v12, 15, 17) and why (v13)? How did Lot and his family respond (v14, 16, 18-20)? How else were they shown grace (v21-22)? 
	

	7. Read 19:23-29. What did God do to Sodom and Gomorrah (v23-25) and to Lot’s wife (v26)? What did Abraham do (v27-28) and how had God been faithful (v29)? Why?
	

	8. Using 19:30-38 what change occurred and why (v30)? What plan did Lot’s daughters devise (v31-35) and what was the result (v36-28)? Why does this show?  
	

	9. From 20:1-7 where did Abraham go (v1) and what did he do wrong (v2, 5)? How did God deal with it (v3-4, 6-7)? Who did He involve in the solution (v7)? 
	

	10. According to 20:8-18 what did Abimelech say (v8-10) and what was Abraham’s excuse (v11, 12-13)? What was the final outcome (v14-16, 17-18)? 
	

	11. As you look at Gen 18-20 give some examples to follow and examples to avoid. Why did God give Abraham the inside scoop on His plans, and what does this teach us?
